Turntable which formerly was called phonograph (that's why on back panel of amplifier we found cinches described as "phono"). We play old vinyl LP's that means long-play records (the majority of records go with 33 revolutions per minute) on turntable where the sound or music imprinted in vinyl in form of grooves is being transmitted via pick-up with a stylus and vibrations or frequency of sound or music is boosted in the amplifier that produces signal going to loudspeaker boxes. The above mentioned amplifier has been commonly called "amp"only. It has two main parts:
Preamp (-lifier) equipped with correction parts which are tone controls (bass, treble) and volume of course, controlled with knobs - rotating or sliding potentiometers.
Power amp (-lifier) that is the power end amp to boost the signal up to the desired level of volume needed for hearing the sound or music in the speaker boxes. Power amp sometimes has two easy - to - read analog VU meters to read the strength of signla. To Avoid distorted sound, we watch the VU needle not to go too much into the red field.
Both the pre-amp and power amp employ PCB's transistors (semi-conductors), condensers, resistors and other parts. The ac/dc transformer is also an integral part of the amp or any electronic device. One should not forget the proper cooling because of excessive heat emitted by transistors or in some amps by tubes. Cooling si being taken care of by heat sing equipped with fins (transistors) or in case of tube (valve) amp by fan that dissipates the heat into ambient air
Tuner: the device to catch the radio waves of a selected radio station. Older tuners had analog tuning range - scale, while the now ones are purely digital so instead of turning the tunning knob you push the buttons increasing or decreasing the frequency number of requested station.
Receiver - as the matter of fact, this is a tuner with an integrated amplifier
Graphic equalizer - in fact, it's kind of pre-amp usually with at least ten sliding potentiometers having incorporated LED diodes for easy and instant orientation of sound frequency even in dark. Some modern units have back lit LCD instead of mentioned LED graphic EQ.
CD player and double tape deck - are an integral part of every modern sound system. All above mentioned components are connected and powered via shielded cables and a power cord. A standard speaker cabinet has tweeter (high frequency speaker). midrange and bass speaker and, sometimes is equipped with bassreflex tubes/holes.
